Modales Perfectos-Perfect Modals - Aptis Grammar

Los Modales Perfectos sirven para hablar de situaciones en el pasado, que ya

han sucedido.
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Se forman con el modal + have + el verbo en participio.

Para formar el participio de los verbos, hay que tener en cuenta si el verbo que vamos a usar es
Regular o Irregular. Si es Regular, el participio se forma afiadiendo -ed.

Si el verbo que hay que utilizar es Irregular, hay que utilizar la 3 columna de la lista de verbos
irregulares, de la que supongo estaréis familiarizados. Esto quiere decir que tenemos que saber

algunos verbos irregulares para poder hacer los modales perfectos.

Usos:

Must have + participio

Se usa para expresar certeza o una conclusién légica sobre un hecho pasado.

Might / May have + participio

Se usa para hacer una prediccién sobre algo pasado.

Could have + participio

Indica que hubo la posibilidad de haber hecho algo en el pasado pero que finalmente no se hizo.
Couldn't have + participio

En negativa expresa la imposibilidad de que el hecho enunciado se realizara.

Should have + participio

Se usa para lamentar que algo no ocurriera en el pasado y que no se haya cumplido lo que
esperdbamos.

Shouldn't have + participio

Con este modal expresamos nuestra opinidn critica sobre un hecho pasado indicando que no

deberia haber ocurrido.
